SHOW RULES
All horses must bring and present a current negative Coggins Test and proof of Flu/Rhino
vaccine within 6 months.
All vehicles are asked to obey safe driving practices and follow directions/signs for parking.
Equine activity and Release form must be signed at time of registration by the exhibitor or
responsible adult if the exhibitor is under the age of 18.
Approved hard hats must be worn at all times when mounted.
Ribbons awarded to 6th place. Champion and Reserve Champion awarded in all hunter
divisions.
Judges' decisions are final.
Schooling is open Sunday starting at 7AM before the show begins unless otherwise specified
above.
Classes may be combined as needed.
An EMT will be on show grounds on the day of the competition.
Stalls are available for $30 per day on a first come, first serve basis. A $30 fine will be issued to
anyone who fails to strip their stall at the end of the show.
McDonald Equine LLC, Jacob’s Run and Roanoke Parks and Rec. will not be held responsible for
any accident or loss that may occur to any exhibitor, rider, trainer, spectator, groom, or animal at
this show.
All Divisions will be run following SWVHIJA rules and specifications unless otherwise specified
below



Division Specifications for non-SWVHIJA Classes

Star City 2’ Jumpers - Fences not to exceed 2. USEF Tables I-IV may be used. Open to anyone, including adults on ponies.

$150 Star City Open Hunter Derby 2’6”/3” Open to riders on horses or ponies showing at 2’6” or higher. Offered at 2'6", 3".
Open to riders mounted on horses and ponies. This derby will be a two-round format. It will consist of two rounds, one
Classic Hunter and one Handy Hunter. Major penalties (falls, 3 refusals, off course, etc.) will result in elimination. For
SWVHJA points to count you must declare in the office your division prior to the start of the class. There must be 6 or more
entries in the class.For SWVHJA points to count you must declare in the office your division prior to the start of the class.

Top 12 return for Round 2: Handy Hunter Round, consisting of 8-10 fences, shall be judged
on quality, movement, jumping style, manners and way of going. Pace, brilliance, and a
shorter track are to be rewarded. A horse/rider may not jump decorations or other
obstacles in order to create a shorter track.

$150 Star City Mini Derby 18”, 2, 2’3” Open to riders on horses or ponies showing at 2’3” or lower. Offered at 2’, 2’3”. No
oxers. Open to junior and amateur riders mounted on horses and ponies. This derby will be a two-round format. It will
consist of two rounds, one Classic Hunter and one Handy Hunter. Major penalties (falls, 3 refusals, off course, etc.) will result
in elimination. For SWVHJA points to count you must declare in the office your division prior to the start of the class. There
must be 6 or more entries in the class.For SWVHIJA points to count you must declare in the office your division prior to the
start of the class. There must be 6 or more entries in the class. For SWVHIJA points to count you must show at your division
height specifications (i.e. in order for derby points to count in the Hopeful Hunter division, the horse and rider must jump
2’3”). Entry fee $30.00 Prize Money: 35%, 20%, 15%, 12%, 10%, 8%

only ribbons. Derby will be an open card during the day.
